Do you know what a clockwork radio is? Clockwork radio appeared in 1994
thanks to British inventor Trevor Baylis.

Trevor realised that many people in Africa were cut off from the outside world.
in Europe at North America people could get information and entertainment by
radio, television and the Internet

. But many homes in African countries had no electricity.
