What is a computer?

1. Computers are electronic machines, which can accept data in a cer-
tain form, process the data and give the results of the processing in a speci-
fied format as information. Three basic steps are involved in the process:
first, data is fed into the computer’s memory. Then when the program is run,
the computer performs set of instructions and processes the data. Finally, we
can see the results (the input) on the screen or in printed form.

2. Information in the form of data and programs is known as soft-
ware, and the electronic and mechanical parts that make up a computer sys-
tem are called hardware. A standard computer system consists of three main
sections: the Central Processing Unit (CPU), the main memory and the pe-
ripherals. Perhaps the most influential component is the Central Processing
Unit. Its function is to execute program instructions and coordinate the activi-
ties of all the other units. In the way it is the “brain” of the computer.

3. The main memory holds the instructions and data, which are cur-
rently being processed by the CPU. The peripherals are the physical units at-



tached to the computer. They include storage devices and input\output devic-
es. Storage devices (floppy or hard disks) provide a permanent storage of
both data and programs. Disk drives are used to handle one or more floppy
disks. Inputs devices enable data to go into the computer’s memory.

4. The most common input devices are the mouse and the keyboard.
Output devices enable us to extract the finished product from the system. For
example, the output is shown by the computer on the monitor or the results
are printed onto paper by means of a printer. On the rear panel of the com-
puter there are several ports into which we can plug a wide range of periph-
erals - modems, fax machines, optical drives and scanners. There are the
main physical units of a computer system, generally known as the configura-
tion.

Accountants (book-keepers) deal in cash flows, sales, purchases
and taxes, different business transactions of the company. Ac-
countants first record all the apﬁropriate figures - in the books of
original entry, or Journals. At the end of a period - usually a
month- the totals of each book of original entry are posted into
the Eroper page of the Ledger (rnasuast kaura).

Bookkeepers deal in taxes, cash flow, which include cash receipts
and cash disbursements, sales, purchases and different business
transactions of the company. Bookkeepers first record all the appro-
priate figures - in the books of original entry, or Journals. At the end
of a period usually a month- the totals of each book of original entry
are posted into the proPer page of the Ledger. The ledger shows all
the expenditures and all the earnings of the company. On the basis of
all the totals of each account in the Ledger, the bookkeeper prepares
a Trial Balance. Trial balances are usually drawn up every quarter.
The accountant’s responsibility is to analyse and interpret the data in
the Ledger and the Trial Balance.

The accountant is to determine the ways in which the business
may grow in the future. No expansion or reorganization is planned
without the help of the accountant. New products and advertising
campaigns are also prepared with the help of the accountant. The
work of accountants is rather sophisticated. Many accountants have
special certificates after they pass examinations in Institute of Ac-
countants. Certified accountants in England are called chartered ac-
countants.

In the U.S.A. the certified accountants are called certified public ac-
countants. But it is not necessary to have a certificate to practice ac-
counting. Junior employees in large companies, for example, often
practice accounting and then take the examination. The chief ac-
counting officer of a large company is the Controller, or Comptroller.
Controllers are responsible for measuring the company’s perfor-
mance. They interpret the results of the operations, plan and recom-
mend future action. This position is very close to the top executives
of the company.

Unlike history, mathematics, English and chemistry, economics is a sub-
ject that most students encounter only briefly before they begin college.
Economics is a basic discipline, not an applied subject like accounting or
drafting in which specific skills are taught.
Economics has some similarities to mathematics because logical reasoning
and mathematical tools are used in i®extensively. It also has some similari-



ties to history because economics studies people as they interact in social
groups.

Like chemistry, economics employs the scientific method, although some
of economics has a descriptive rather than an analytical flavor. Finally,
like English grammar, economics has a few simple rules and principles,
but from these principles economics can derive many conclusions.
Economics is the science of making choices. Individuals must decide
whether to study another hour or to go for a walk, whether to buy a six-
pack of Pepsi or a 0,5 gallon of milk at the grocery, whether to choose fire
fighting or teaching as an occupation and whether to play golf or to watch
television for an afternoon of recreation. As a group, people must also
choose through their governments whether to build a dam or to repair
highways with their taxes, whether to invest money to business or to ex-
pand national parks.

The common element in all these decisions is that every choice involves a
cost.

In fact, economics is the study of the choice that people make and the ac-
tions that they take in order to make the best use of scarce resources in
meeting their wants.

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The field of economics may be divided in several different ways,
most popularly microeconomics (at the level of individual choic-
es) versus macroeconomics (aggregate results). Today there is a
view that good macroeconomics has solid microeconomic foun-
dations. In other words, its theories should have evidential sup-
port in microeconomics. A few authors (for example, Kurt
Dopfer and Stuart Holland) also argue that 'mesoeconomics’,
which considers the intermediate level

of economic organization such as markets and other institutional ar-
rangements, should be considered a third branch of economic study.
Theories developed as a part of economic theory have also been applied
in other fields such as criminal behavior, scientific research, death, poli-
tics, health, education, family, dating, etc. This is allowed because eco-
nomics is fundamentally about human decisionmaking. One of the main
purposes is to understand how economies work, and what are the rela-
tions between the main economic players and institutions. Economics
can also be divided into numerous sub disciplines that do not always fit
neatly into the macro-micro categorization. These sub disciplines in-
clude: international economics, development economics, industrial or-
ganization, public finance, economic psychology, economic sociology,
institutional economics and economic geography. Another division of
the subject distinguishes positive (descriptive) economics, which seeks
to predict and explain economic phenomena, from normative econom-
ics, which orders choices and actions by some criterion.

MANAGEMENT FUNCTIONS

Management plays a vital role in any business or organized
activity. Management is composed of a team of managers who
have charge of the organization at all levels. Their duties include
making sure company objectives®are



met and seeing that the business operates efficiently. Regardless of
the specific job, most managers perform four basic functions. These
malr;agement functions are planning, organizing, directing, and con-
trolling.

Planning involves determining overall company objectives
and deciding how these goals can best be achieved. Managers evalu-
ate alternative plans before choosing a specific course of action and
then check to see that the chosen plan fits into the objectives estab-
lished at higher organizational levels.

Planning is listed as the first management function because
the others depend on it. However, even as managers move on to per-
form other managerial functions, planning continues as goals and al-
ternatives are further evaluated and revised.

Organizing, the second management function, is the process
of putting the plan into action. This involves allocating resources, es-
pecially human resources, so that the overall objectives can be at-
tained. In this phase managers decide on the positions to be create
choosin% the right person for the right job, may also be included as
part of the organizing function.

Third is the day-to-day direction and supervision of employ-
ees. In directing, managers guide, teach, and motivate workers so
that they reach their potential abilities and at the same time achieve
the company coals that were established in the planning process. Ef-
fective direction, or supervision, by managers requires ongoing
communication with employees.

In the last management function, controlling, managers eval-
uate how well company objectives are being met. In order to com-
Flete this evaluation, managers must look at the objectives estab-

ished in the planning phase and at how well the tasks assigned in the
directing phase are being completed. If major problems exist and
goals are not being achieved, then changes need to be made in the
company's organizational or managerial structure. In making changes
managers midght have to go back and replan, reorganize, and redirect.

In order to adequately and efficiently perform these manage-
ment functions, managers need interpersonal, organizational, and
technical skills. Although all four functions are managerial duties,
the importance of each may vary depending on the situation. Effec-
tive managers meet the objectives of the company through a success-
ful combination of planning, organizing, directing, and controlling.

The basic concepts of accounting as we understand them today
were first published in Italy in 1494 by Luca Pacioli' (1445 -
1517). He described them in a section of his book on applied
mathematics. Pacioli was a Franciscan monk whose life and work
was dedicated to the glory of God.

Accounting is the process of measuring and recording the fi-
nancial value of the assets and liabilities of a business and moni-
toring these values as they change with the passage of time. Ac-
counting records are kept for individual persons or legal entities - a
company or a non-profit organization (for example, a church, a
club, etc.).

The assets of a business are those things that belong to the
business and can be sold in exchange for money. Assets may in-
clude land, buildings, vehicles, stock, equipment, precious metals,
bank accounts with positive balances and money owed to the busi-
ness by its debtors. Accounting was always an attempt to record a
relevant capital assets or production capacity.



The liabilitie of a business are things that will require payment
of money in the future: unpaid bills, unpaid taxes, unpaid wages,
overdrawn bank accounts and money due to creditors.

The equity is defined as the own capital of a business: the as-
sets minus the liabilities. The equity is the amount of money that
would be released if the business was wound up.

Assets, liabilities and equity are financial indicators to describe
financial condition of a company. They are included in the balance
sheet. The balance sheet is a financial statement of the assets, lia-
bilities and equity of a business as they exist at a particular point in
time.

The income of a business is the sum of those things that in-
crease the value of the assets. Examples include revenue from the
sale of goods, supplied equipment or rendered services, rent or in-
vestment by the owners.

The expenses of a business are those things that reduce the value of
the assets: cost of raw materials, paid rent or interest, electricity
and telephone bills, wages, taxes, dividends, depreciation and do-
nations to charity. The financial statement that is used to present
this information is known as the Profit and Loss Statement (or in-
come statement).

It is essential to distinguish a few different concepts of “profit”.

“Profit” in everyday life means advantage or good obtained
from something. Besides, it can mean money gained in business.

“Profit” for an accountant means simply the difference between
total receipts and total costs. For the economist “profit” has a much
wider meaning. It is the revenue derived from the use of resources
minus the opportunity cost of using those resources.

The economist attaches a cost to the use of retained earnings,
since they could have yielded revenues if used outside the business.
Besides, the economist would value the time of owner managers in
accordance with what they could have earned outside the business.

The pursuit and realization of profit is an essential characteris-
tic of capitalism. Profit is derived by selling a product for more than




the cost required to produce or acquire it. Some consider the pursuit
of profit to be the essence of capitalism.

Opponents of capitalism often protest that private owners of
capital do not remunerate laborers the full value of their production
but keep a portion as profit, claiming this to be exploitative. Howev-
er, defenders of capitalism argue that when a worker is paid the wage
for which he agreed to work, there is no exploitation, especiall?/ ina
free market where no one else is making an offer more desirable to
the worker; that "the full value of a worker's production™ is based on
his work, not on how much profit is created.

Bank generally, a corporation formed for the purpose of
maintaining savings accounts and checking accounts, issuing loans
and credit, and dealing in negotiable securities issued by governmen-
tal entities and corporations.

By law, banks are usually permitted to engage in activities
and offer numerous services incidental to and beyond those listed
above, e.g., buying and selling gold and silver. Banks earn money by
investing their customers’ deposits. Banks protect the customers
against loss and are strictly regulated.

Commercial bank by far, the most common and most unre-
stricted type of bank. It is allowed the widest range of services it of-
fers and the investment it makes. Its major limitation is that it must
keep on reserve a larger percentage of its deposit. This reserve is
used to cover the bank’s daily needs, to guard against a
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money shortage at the bank and a resulting panic, and to shield the customers against the bank’s
failure and the consequent loss of deposits.

Savings bank’s major service was the “time” savings account, or deposit, from which
money, once deposited, could be withdrawn only after a set period elapsed or 30 days’ notice
was given. By law a savings bank’s investments are usually limited to certain corporate and
government bonds and securities. Its advantages are that it can pay higher interest rates than
commercial bank, has certain tax benefits, and can keep a smaller percentage of its deposits on
reserve. Usually, the bank is owned by its depositors as creditors whose dividends are paid in
form of interest on their accounts.

If the goods are offered on FOB terms the price will practically include the cost of the
goods and transportation expenses to the port of shipment.

If the goods are offered on C & F terms the price will cover the cost of the goods and
freight to the port of destination.

If the goods are offered on FOR terms the ?rlce will include the cost of the goods and
transportation expenses to the railway station only. These terms are similar to FOB terms. The
only difference is the mode of transportation. In case of FOB terms the goods are shipped on
board ships. In case of FOR terms the goods are transported by railway.

GROSS DOMESTIC PRODUCT

Gross Domestic Product or GDP is the amount of money a country makes from goods and
services inside the country for a certain period of time, usually for a year.

When GDP is calculated different sectors of economy are analyzed.

In the United Kingdom the following sectors of economy are usually analyzed: manufac-
turing, services (financial, professional and scientific services, leisure and tourism), energy (oil,
natural gas, coal) and agriculture. In the United States the followin? sectors of economy are
usually analyzed when the GDP is defined: construction and manufa
transport, communication and services; agriculture; and mining.

gpeaking, as an example, about one of the recent year's GDP figures, the following can be
quoted:

In the United Kingdom the services sector accounted for roughly 60 per cent of Gross
Domestic Product. Manufacturing sector accounted for a small percentage of gross domestic
product. Energy production sector accounted for about 8 per cent of GDP. Agriculture - only for
4 per cent of GDP. But the agricultural sector satisfies two-thirds of the country's needs. And
only small fractions of the total population, about 2 per cent, are engaged in agriculture.

In the U.S.A. the construction and manufacturing sector accounted for 40 per cent of GDP;
trade and finance earned 25 per cent of GDP; transport, communication and services sector
earned 20 per cent of GDP; agriculture and mining earned 5 per cent of GDP. By the way 10 per
cent of the employed population of the United States is engaged in agriculture.

FOREIGN TRADE

Countries buy and sell various goods as well as various services. Goods bought from
abroad, such as food, cars, machines, medicines, books and many others, are called visible
imports. Goods sold abroad are called visible exports.

Services, such as insurance, freight, tourism, technical expertise and others, are called in-
visible imports and invisible exports. The total amount of money a country, makes including
money from visible and invisible exports, for a certain period of time, usually for a year, is
Gross National Product, or GNP.

The difference between a country’s total earnings or GNP, and its total expenditure is
called its balance of payments.
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The difference between what a country receives for its visible exports and what it pays for
its visible imports is its balance of trade. If a country sells more goods than it buys, it will have
a surplus. If a country buys more than it sells, it will have a deficit.

In the 19th century Britain dominated international trade, accounting for about one-third
of world’s exports. Early in the 20th century its position changed. The volume of world's ex-
ports increased but the percentage of British exports in world trade declined significantly.

But still foreign trade is vital to Britain's livelihood. With a large population, small land
areas and few natural resources, the country must depend on foreign trade to supply the raw ma-
terials four English factories and to provide a market for the sale of the thousands of types of
manufactured goods produced by English industries. The United Kingdom's principal exports
are vehicles, machinery, manufactured goods and textiles. Her main exports are food staffs and
most of the raw materials for industry. Britain imports half the food it needs. The earnings from
foreign tourism are one of Britain’s important industries.

THE UNITED STATES’ ECONOMY IN THE 21* CENTURY

The United States entered the 21st century with an economy that was bigger, and by many
measures more successful, than ever. It endured a %Iobal depression in the first half of the 20th
century, surmounted challenges of sharp inflation, high unemployment, and enormous gov-
ernment budget deficits in the second half of the century. The nation finally enjoyed a period
of economic calm in the 1990s: prices were stable, unemployment dropped to Its lowest level
in almost 30 years.

The American economic system endured a continuous change. Its dynamism often has
been accompanied by some pain and dislocation - from the consolidation of agricultural sector
to the massive restructuring of the manufacturing sector that saw the number of traditional fac-
tory jobs fall sharply in the 1970s and 1890s. As American see it, however, the pain also brings
substantial gains. Jobs may be lost, but they can be replaced ty/ new ones in industries with
greater potential - high - technology industries: computers and biotechnology, or in rapidly ex-
panding service industries such as health care and computer software.

Because of the huge size of its economy, the United States necessarily will be a major actor
in global matters, such as ozone depletion, deforestation, marine pollution, climate change,
global warming, and will influence the global economy. Its affluence also complicated its role.
The U.S. has achieved a high standard of a strong economy, which by no means must be a pre-
requisite to social progress.

THE EUROPEAN ECONOMIC COMMUNITY

The European Economic Community, or the Common Market, or the EEC was established
in 1957. The original six member countries of the Community were France, West Germany,
Belgium, Italy, Luxembourg and the Netherlands. Then a few other countries joined the Com-
munity. Britain, together with the Irish Republic and Denmark, joined the E.E.C. on 1st Janu-
ary, 1973.

Now the Community forms an enormous trading area of almost 250 million people, and
accounts for two fifths of the world's trade. Today's Community (it's usually called the EC now,
not the EEC) works hard to promote European business, industry and free trade. It's not just an
economic organization. These days, EC decisions and laws affect almost every aspect of life in
the member countries, including education, employment, energy, environment, foreign aid, hu-
man rights, the law, medical and scientific research, transport.

The membership allows imports to enter member countries either free of duty or at lower
customs duties.

All member countries contribute to a common budget for certain purposes, based on rela-
tive total output of goods and services, or gross national product.

Under the Community regulations, people of member countries may freely enter another mem-
ber state to travel or to work there.

The Community has the following institutions:
- The European Parliament embers of the European Parliament (MEPSs) are directly elected every
five years by voters in their own countries. There are 518 of them. France, Britain, Germany and Ita-
ly have 81 each, Spain has 60

The one pound banknote, for example, features Isaac Newton (1642 - 1727) a well-known
English scientist who made a few very important discoveries including gravitation law.

The back of the five pound note portrays the Duke of Wellington (1769 - 1852), a famous
Irish general who defeated Napoleon at Waterloo, Belgium in 1815.

On the back of the ten I|£)|ound note one can see Florence Nightingale (1820 - 1910), founder
of the nursing profession. She volunteered as a nurse to Turkey to take care of he wounded sol-
diers from Crimean War, war of England and France versus Russia.

And the back of the twenty pound banknote features William Shakespeare (1564 - 1616),
the greatest playwright of all time.

GLIMPSES OF HISTORY OF MONEY

There are numerous myths about the origins of money. The concept of money is often con-
fused with coinage. Coins are a relatively modern form of money. Their first appearance was
probably in Asia in the 7th century BC.

At different periods of time and in different parts of the world many different commodities
have served as money. These commodities were: cattle, sheep, furs, leather, fish, tobacco, tea,
salt, shells etc. The experts underline that to serve effectively as money, a commodity should be
fairly durable, easily divisible, and portable.

Early Stone Age man began the use of precious metals as money. Until the invention of
coins, metals were weighed to determine their value. First they were superseded by silver and
later by gold ingots.

When a payment was made the metal was first weighed out. The next stage was the cutting
of the metal into pieces of definite weight and so coins came into use.

The first printed money appeared in China, around 800 AD. Paper money first came into
use in the form of receipts given by goldsmiths in exchange for deposits of silver and gold coins.
After goldsmiths became bankers their receipts became banknotes. That's how the first bank-
notes came into existence. At first coins were worth their face value as metal. But later token
coins of limited value as legal tender were issued. Now smaller denomination coins are made
from bronze and are often referred to as coppers. Bigger denomination coins are made from cu-
pronickel and are usually called silver.

The first severe inflation was in the 11th century AD. The Mongols adapted the bank note sys-
tem in the 13th century.

BOOKKEEPERS, ACCOUNTANTS AND CONTROLLERS

Bookkeepers deal in taxes, cash flow, which include cash receipts and cash disbursements,
sales, purchases and different business transactions of the company.

Bookkeepers first record all the appropriate figures - in the books of original entry, or
Journals. At the end of a period usually a month- the totals of each book of original entry are
posted into the proper page of the Ledger. The ledger shows all the expenditures and all the
earnings of the company. On the basis of all the totals of each account in the Ledger, the
bookkeeper prepares a Trial Balance. Trial balances are usually drawn up every quarter. The ac-
countant’s responsibility is to analyze and interpret the data in the Ledger and the Trial Balance.

The accountant is to determine the ways in which the business may grow in the future. No
expansion or reorganization is planned without the help of the accountant. New products and
advertising campaigns are also prepared with the help of the accountant.

The work of accountants is rather sophisticated. Many accountants have special certificates
after they pass examinations in Institute of Accountants. Certified accountants in England are
called chartered accountants. In the U.S.A. the certified accountants are called certified public
accountants. But it is not
necessary to have a certificate to practice accounting. Junior employees in large companies, for
example, often practice accounting and then take the examination.

The Chief Accounting Officer of a large company is the Controller. Controllers are re-
sponsible for measuring the company’s performance. They interpret the results of the opera-
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tions, plan and recommend future action. This position is very close to the top executives of the
company.

TAXES IN THE UK

Taxation is the process by which the people pay the expenses of carrying on the govern-
ment. Many kinds of taxes are used in the world. The main taxes can be divided into taxes paid
on income and capital, called “direct” taxes and those paid when money is spent, called “indi-
rect” taxes. Indirect taxes are paid on goods and services.

The taxes are paid by the shops or manufactures, but then passed on to the consumers in
the form of higher prices.

Companies paK corporation taxes nine months after the end of the accounting period. Cor-
poration taxes are charged for a financial year (also called fiscal year) which runs from 1 April
to the following 31 March.

Income tax and capital gains tax are charged for a tax year, or year of assessment.

Individuals usually pay taxes in two equal installments on 1 January and 1 July. Usually
taxpayers are given 30 days to pay from the date of issue of an assessment.

Employees pay taxes in a different way. When an employee takes a new job he has to give
his new employer his P.45. This is a document which shows the employee's tax coding and the
amount of tax he has paid so far in the tax year.

Employees are taxed under PAYE system which means Pay as You Earn. Every employee
has the tax deducted weekly or monthly. The deductions are calculated by reference to the em-
ployee's tax coding. This information is supplied to the employer by the tax office.

TAX a rate or sum of money levied upon assets or real property (property tax), or income
derived from wages, etc. (income tax), or upon the sale or purchase of goods (sales tax).

VALUE ADDED TAX is a tax imposed upon the difference between the cost of an asset
to the taxpayer and the present fair market value of such asset; a tax based on a percentage of
the value of the property subject to taxation, as opposed to a specific tax, which is a fixed sum
applied to all of a certain class of articles.

INCOME TAX a tax imposed upon income received which is recognized for tax purposes
by the taxpayers, reduced by the allowable deduction and credits.

PROPERTY TAX generally, tax imposed by municipalities upon owners of property with-
in their jurisdiction based upon the value of such property.

UNIFIED ESTATE AND GIFT TAX in the USA a federal tax imposed upon the net value
of an estate and on gifts of certain amounts. The transferor is liable for the gift taxes but if the
transferor fails to pay the gift tax, the transferee may be held liable for its payment.
