Preschool in Britain

There are different types of preschool settings in Britain. Creche is defined as “a public nursery
for infants, where they are taken care of while their mothers are at work™. It often denotes something
temporary, arranged to fulfill a specific need. For example, a creche is organized while a meeting is
being held to enable both parents to attend.

Day nurseries take children from two months to five years, and are run by the local health
authority. Day nurseries are normally open for longer than nursery schools, and remain open virtually
all the year round. A day nursery meets a social need: it minds children while their parents are at work.

Kindergarten is defined as “a school for developing the intelligence of young children by
object-lessons, toys, games, singing, etc., according to the method devised by Friedrich Froebel”. It
often refers to foreign countries, for example, the USA or Australia, where there are establishments
called kindergartens.

Nursery school — this is a school for children from three to five years old. The children spend
most of their time in some sort of play activity, as far as possible of an educational kind. Most nursery
schools are state institutions provided by the local education authority, but there are also some
independent nursery schools. Nursery schools operate during normal school hours (9 am. — 4 p.m.)
and observe normal school holidays. A nursery school is an educational establishment and is
concerned with the children’s development.

Play group — this is a small group organized on a voluntary basis, usually by the parents
themselves, for children under five who cannot get into a nursery school or day nursery.

Preschool in Britain

There are different types of preschool settings. Nursery schools take children from the age of
three years old, operate during the school term and employ qualified teachers. These settings offer a
direct and structured approach to education. They can be independent and opt out of the state
curriculum if they wish. For example, Montessori and Steiner schools have their own educational
approach and philosophies. The second type is local authority schools, which are free and provide the
state's early year curriculum.

Kindergarten is defined as “a school for developing the intelligence of young children by
object-lessons, toys, games, singing, etc., according to the method devised by Friedrich Froebel”. It
often refers to foreign countries, for example, the USA or Australia, where there are establishments
called kindergartens.

Day nurseries offer daycare to children from a couple of months old. They are flexible,
operating the length of the working day, and are mostly run privately and charge fees. They may also
be family-run or daycare offered in children's centers.



Play groups are also called preschools, sessional groups, or play schools, and are held in three-
hour playtime sessions, often with parent supervision. They help ease a child into a social environment
and are mostly not-for-profit and run by volunteers. So they tend to be much more affordable than
nurseries.

Finally, childminders are self-employed daycare providers. They are home-based, usually in the
childminders' home, and are allowed to care for a maximum of six children under eight years old, of
which usually no more than three may be under the age of five. They charge on an hourly basis and
work to the same rules as other providers.
