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Yuri was born in Moscow on February 2nd, 1972. He started to play piano
at 4 years old. His first teacher was outstanding Anna Artobolevskaya, who
became as well his teacher in Central Music School. Besides young pianist began
to study music composition under direction of Tatiana Rodionova.

In 1995 Yuri Bogdanov graduated with honours from the Moscow State
Tchaikovsky Conservatory and proceeded the post graduate education. His
teachers were such distinguished professors as Tatiana Nikolaeva, Alexey
Nasedkin and Mikhail Voskresensky.

Yuri Bogdanov was awarded several prizes at the international competitions:
L.S. Bach in Leipzig 1992 (11l Prize), E. Schubert in Dortmund 1993 (II Prize), F.
Mendelssohn in Hamburg 1994 (III Prize), F. Schubert in Vienna 1995 (Grand
Prix), E. Honens in Calgary (IV Prize), S. Seiler in Kitzingen, 2001 (IV Prize).
Pianist is the winner of the festival «April spring» in Pyongyang in 2004 and the
owner of a special prize at the international competition of pianists in Sydney
in 1996.

In 1992 the pianist was awarded the 1-st grant A. Scriabin. In Scriabin
house-museum in Moscow Yuri Bogdanov in 1989 played his first solo recital.
Since then the pianist performed more than in 70 cities in Russia and abroad.
He had been on concert tours in Austria, Australia, Albania, Belgium, Germany,
Greece, Spain, Italy, Canada, Canary Islands, China, Mexico, Netherlands,
Norway. NorthKorea, Serbia, USA, Ukraine, Uruguay, France, Switzerland, Japan:
In March 2006 the pianist got the honorary title «The honored artist of Russia».
In the autumn 2008 «Steinway & Sons» company chose Yuri Bogdanov/as the
artist of «Steinway».

Yuri Bogdanov is a professor of the Gnessin Russian Academy of Music. His
students won a lot of prizes of many international piano competitions. In 2017,
the pianist received a grant for the pedagogical achievements of the television
project "Blue Bird" of the "Russia" channel.

Yuri Bogdanov is often invited to teach at different summer art-schools
in various regions of Russia and abroad. He has acknowledgments from
heads of administrations and heads of cultural departments of the Subjects
of Federation, and also acknowledgment from the Minister of culture of the
Russian Federation.

Yuri Bogdanov is one of the founders and vice-president of A. Artobolevskaya
music foundation, and International charitable Y. Rozum foundation. In
December, 2005 the presidium of the Russian academy of natural sciences
selected Yuri Bogdanov as a member-correspondent of Academy on section
"The humanities and creativity". The pianist awarded a silver medal "Offer to
art" by the International charitable fund "Patrons of art of century”. Also he
awarded a medal "Honor and advantage" by society "Kind people of the world".

In 2013 Yuri Bogdanov headed the Non-profit organization for cultural
events "Ecology of culture". The pianist is the founder and artistic director
of the Russian national Internet competition "Musical talents of Russia",
International competition "Where the art take birth", International festival
"Musical Krasnogorsk”, International piano festival "Evenings of Art Around
Moscow", which entered the top three of the best autumn festivals in 2017
according to TourStat. In 2018 Yuri Bogdanov became the artistic director of
the "New Classics" foundation for young composers.
