A. Taganay is a national park located in the Southern Urals, in the western part of the Chelyabinsk
region, 130 km from Chelyabinsk. The territorial centre of the park is the city of Zlatoust. The total area
of the park is 568 sg. km. The Meteorological Station “TaganayGora” is the most remote shelter of the
national park located on a picturesque mountain plateau.

B. Valdai bells were first made in the 17th century. In 1656 state craftsman Alexander Grigoriev cast the
first road bell. Since then, they say, bells have been cast in VValdai. In the first place, these bells were
necessary on Moscow — St. Petersburg high road, Russia's busiest road. Production centre was set up
in Valdai which is situated halway between the two cities.

C. New Rosphere robot is the “eyes” of the farmer. It can move in gardens and vegetable gardens,
controlling them. This robot, moving along garden beds, collects information about the state of plants
and land, ripeness of fruit and a variety of other factors that may affect the crop. Farmers have only to
monitor the relevant information using a computer and take certain measures when necessary.

D. When you attend a restaurant or visit a house of a local resident in Bali, make sure you do not sit with
your legs crossed.
